OFSTED & CQC LOCAL AREA SEND & AP INSPECTION REPORT

Following a detailed three-week inspection in December 2025, Ofsted and the CQC have
published their report on Walsall's Local Area Partnership.

The report highlights clear, positive progress across Walsall Council and the NHS Black
Country ICB - SEND and AP Partnership in how they support children and young people with

SEND and those in Alternative Provision.

Inspectors recognised significant development, acknowledging the hard work and dedication
of teams across the partnership. While the report also outlines areas for continued
improvement, it reflects a strong foundation and real momentum for ongoing change.

These are proposals only, which means nothing is changing for children and young people
with SEND right now.

Your child’s support, including SEND Support, Education, Health and Care needs
assessments (EHCNAs) and Education, Health and Care Plans (EHCPs), will continue to
work in the same way as they do currently. The consultation simply invites families and

professionals to share their views before any decisions are made.

When might anything change?

Any changes would happen gradually over a number of years.

The consultation information suggests that:
e assessments under any new system would begin from September 2029
e any changes to support provided through EHCPs would not take place before
September 2030

For families, this means that your child’s current support and legal rights remain the same.

Parents, carers, young people and professionals are invited to share their views as part of

the national consultation.

The consultation will close on 18 May 2026.

of activities and support for our children and young people
